	The Guidelines have been established to reward outstanding graduate students at the school.

	2.
	Graduate students in the master’s and doctoral programs who are eligible for awards under these Guidelines must meet all of the following basic requirements:

	
	(1) Moral Education Conduct: The prospective graduates must have an average conduct score  
   of at least 85 (inclusive) during their period of study and must not have received any  
   disciplinary actions.
(2) Academic Performance: The prospective graduates must have an academic performance 
   average (excluding thesis) of at least 85 (inclusive) during their period of study, and have 
   participated in domestic or international academic conferences, presenting research papers. 
   Relevant materials and photos must be uploaded to the WAC information system of the 
   school. Additionally, the hard copies must be submitted to their advisor and the department 
   chair for signature and approval, and then forwarded to the Office of Academic Affairs for 
   record.

	3.
	Those who meet the criteria outlined in the preceding article will be awarded based on the ranking of their academic performance.

	
	Each department or degree program will award one outstanding graduate student for every ten graduating students; if there are fewer than ten graduates, one student will still be awarded.

	4.
	The award for Outstanding Graduate Students shall, in principle, be presented at the commencement ceremony.

	5.
	The Guidelines shall be implemented after being passed by the Student Affairs Meeting.
